Jalalabad Rotary Disabled Rehabilitation Centre & Hospital is a permanent humanitarian project of The
Rotary Club of Jalalabad under Rotary International District 3280, Bangladesh. The centre was started with a
small outpatient clinic for helping the physically challenged underprivileged people of all ages which subse-
quently has grown in few years time into a big, full fledged specialized hospital established in its own multi-
storied building. Alongside its various therapy  services, rehabilitation training for the physically and mental-
ly handicapped, artificial limb implantation, conduction of a full year Physio and Occupational Therapy
Assistants Certificate Course, are some of several other services being provided by this well established and
reputed organization. A Registered Trustee Board constituted with the Founder Rotarians of The Rotary Club
of Jalalabad is responsible for taking ultimate care of overall interest , while a Board of Management from
among the trustees is responsible for the direct  management of the centre. The hospital . is operated on a no
profit no loss basis. The earnings through nominal charges are spent toward the operating and development
cost. Poor patients are provided all kinds of services absolutely free of cost. Wheel chairs and other equip-
ments needed by the poor handicapped are also provided from the hospital fund. The organization is regis-
tered with Department of Social Welfare of the Government of The Peoples Republic Of Bangladesh.
Background of JDRC & H's establishment : Bangladesh is one of the most densely populated poor coun-
try in the world having more than 150 million people, of which an estimated 10 % suffer from various dis-
abilities. Appropriate treatment and rehabilitation facilities are so negligible that immediate attention on pri-
ority basis became a burning issue in the health and social sectors of Bangladesh. Since the Rotarians are com-
mitted to help the communities in distress, members of the Rotary Club of Jalalabad, as a part of its various
community service projects, identified this sector to be given attention accepting a proposal from one of its
Past President Dr. Monzurul Hoque Choudhury who shared his dream of establishing a Disabled
Rehabilitation Centre & Hospital in Sylhet.  Dr.Monzurul Hoque Choudhury got the precise idea of a Rehab
Centre, inspiration and assurance of help and assistance from the Rotary District of 5790,Texas,USA, during
his six weeks visit there as the Leader of Bangladesh Group Study Exchange Team. All 39 members of
Jalalabad Rotary Club made the initial contribution to start building fund, joined later by many others at home
and abroad that enabled the project initiators to turn the centre from a small outpatient clinic in a tin-shed rent-
ed house to a big hospital in a multistoried building on its own land.

AIMS AND OBJECTIVES:
To provide physical, occupational and other different kinds of therapy to patients who are mainly physically
challenged as well mentally, visually and auditory handicapped because of various reasons such as paralysis
due to cerebral stroke, disabilities from cerebral palsy, accidental nerve and spinal injuries etc.
To set up  and run a workshop for providing equipment support such as splints, braces and various other ther-
apy equipments by the centre's trained and skilled personnel to support the patients in the centre and outside.
To conduct Physio and occupational training courses of various duration and grades in order to develop skilled
man power.
To provide Assurance, Re-Assurance and Counseling services to those who need these kinds of support for
rehabilitation purposes. To Participate, initiate and supports all motivational programmes in order to promote
the social status and safeguarding other interests of the disabled communities in Bangladesh.
To set up linkage with international communities through establishing successful linkage with Rotary and var-
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ious other non-Rotary organizations and individuals in abroad for the development of the centre itself as well as
promotion of the interests of disabled communities everywhere. 

AVAILABLE SERVICES
Outpatient Clinic- Serving on average 100 patients every day, six days a week. Indoor Services- Accommodates
25 patients in 10 private rooms (Cabins), 8 male and 7 female beds in common wards.
Equipment Support-Splints, Braces and various therapy equipments are made by the centre's trained and skilled
personnel in its own workshop to support the patients.
Man Power Development- Conducts one year "Physical and Occupational Therapy Assistant Course" to develop
skilled man power. Also co-sponsored Physician's Post Graduate Training Course at Reputed Rehabilitation
Centre in USA with the sponsorship of Rotary Foundation and Rotary Clubs in USA, who serves at JDRC&H as
a specialist.
Ambulance Service- Full time ambulance services for all kinds of medical emergencies.
Assurance, Re-Assurance, Counseling and Motivational Services- Assurance, Re-Assurance and Counseling
services are provided to those who need these kinds of support for rehabilitation purposes. Participate, initiate
and supports all motivational programmes to promoting the social status and safeguarding other interests of the
disabled communities in Bangladesh.
International Cooperation and Linkage- Engaged in establishing successful linkage with Rotary and various other
non-Rotary organizations and individuals in abroad for the development of the centre itself as well as promotion
of the interests of disabled communities everywhere.
Funding Sources :
Voluntary Contribution of Rotarians, Philanthropist Individuals and Groups, Various Organizations in the Home
and Abroad, is the main source of funding for JDRC&H. Nominal charges against the services, contribute a sig-
nificant amount of fund toward meeting the operational expenses. This has been possible because of large num-
ber of patient turn out. Matching Grants from The Rotary Foundation, Generous Donation of Non-Residential
Bangladeshis living in U.K., Sponsoring Beds, Private Rooms, Contribution against Major Donor, Life
Membership, Memorial Contribution, are some of the ways through which significant amount of funds are raised.
